WATERTOWN BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB MEMBERSHIP RULES

= Allmembers are expected to respect at all times, Club Rules, Club Staff, Other Members and all Club Property.

=  Allmembers must scan their membership cards at the front desk when entering or leaving the building. No one else may use your card.
A forgotten card fee of 25 cents (per day) is due anytime you do not have your card to check in.
If your card is lost, you may replace it for $2.00.

= A member may bring a guest into the Club for one day for a fee of $1.00. If the guest will be returning, a membership must be obtained.
= No member is allowed to “hang out” behind the Club, or in front of the Club whether the building is open or closed.
= Members who constantly leave and re-enter the building will be asked to leave for the remainder of the day/evening.

= Use of tobacco, alcohol or drugs is strictly prohibited. Anyone caught breaking this rule will be suspended indefinitely and
his/her parents will be notified.

=  Foul or abusive language is prohibited.

= Fighting, play fighting, punching, shoving, wrestling, snowball fights, etc. are prohibited.

=  Food and drink are permitted in the gamesroom ONLY! Please throw away all trash.

= Members are reminded not to bring valuables to the Club, as the Club is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
= The front desk worker is not permitted to hold valuables for any member behind the front desk.

= Club phones are for business use only. Members should bring a quarter in case they need to use the phone.

= PARENTS: You can contact your child by calling the payphone at 617-924-9797. Please do not call the office phone unless it is an
emergency.

= Locks may be used for lockers, but must be removed after each visit.

= Any member riding a bicycle to the Club should lock it in the bike rack outside the font door. Bicycles are not permitted to be “stored” in the
Club while a member is taking part in Club activities.
